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Is5G available in the Maldives?

5G: The Maldives was an early adopter in South Asia of fifth-generation mobile technology. Dhiraagu
launched the first commercia 5G service in the Maldives (and South Asia) in 2019 on a limited basis in
Mal&#233; . Ooredoo followed with a5G launch in select areas of Greater Mal & #233; by December 2020 .
